Minutes of Regular Meeting June 21, 2016
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Tuesday, June 21, 2016 with Chairman Charles Norton, Vice-Chairman Elwyn Childs, Commissioners Thomas David, LaFaye Copeland and Ray Prince in attendance. Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Attorney Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Croy.  
Chairman Norton called the Regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and offered the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Mr. Prince made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval. 

Chairman Norton opened the Public Hearing for the purpose of hearing comments concerning the Yard Sale Ordinance.  Mr. Tobar began by advising the Board that he and Intern Shelley Kines had attended a Work Shop and had received additional information that needed to be researched/looked into prior to finalizing the proposed Ordinance.

Mr. Peter Wright, 304 Stephens Road, stated the poor and working class should be able to have yard sales to make a living without bureaucratic input.

After no further comments were offered, Chairman Norton closed the Public Hearing and resumed the Regular Meeting.

Chairman Norton called for Public Comments.  Mr. Darrell Cox, County Line Road, complained about the incinerators used in Chicken House Farming.  He offered his assistance in working with the County on a solution and suggested maybe Gator Farming.
Ms. Gloria Smith, Stage Coach Road, spoke against Poultry Farming.  Ms. Smith stated property owners should be notified and given the opportunity to speak against prior to Chicken houses being built.  Ms. Smith called for Mr. Ivy’s resignation stating he offended her with comments made.
Attorney Cauley advised he had ROW acquisitions to discuss during the scheduled Closed Session.  Attorney Cauley presented the Board with the letter from the Corps of Engineers giving the County the permission to impound at Tired Creek Lake.  The letter was dated June 21, 2016.  The Board took a moment of celebration as this was a long time coming.
Mr. Prince made a motion to go into Closed Session for the purpose of discussing pending Litigation and Real Estate.  Mrs. Copeland made the second with the Board approving unanimously.  Attorney Rob Howell and Lake Authority members Lee Gainous and Randy Wind participated in the Closed Session.  
Mr. Prince made a motion to come out of Closed Session with Mrs. Copeland making the second.  The Board unanimously approved coming out of Closed Session.

As a result of the Closed Session, Mr. Prince made a motion to approve $10,000.00 per acre for the purchase of ROW from the Hudson Family.  Mr. Childs made the second with the Board unanimously approving the purchase.

Mr. Gordon Cliett talked to the Board about the Dumpster situation in the County and provided pictures of the disarray around the Pine Park location.  He stated that most counties require private pickup and provide manned sites.  Mr. Cliett stated the County needed a resolution and enforcement for this problem.  
Mrs. Peggy Connell, Health Department, presented the Health Department’s budget for 2017.  There was no increase in funding requested.  Mrs. Connell also provided the Board with information on the Zika Virus.  The biggest concern is for pregnant women and there is no vaccine available.  

The Calendar of Events and the ACCG August 2015 Leadership Institute Training information were reviewed.

Mr. Childs motioned to approve all of the below listed Consent Items.  Mrs. Copeland seconded with unanimous approval from the Board.  Consent Items approved were:
· Approved minutes from the June 7, 2016 Regular Meeting, the June 7, 2016 Work Shop and the June 7, 2016 Budget Meeting.
· Approved the Georgia Indigent Defense Services Agreement.

· Approved ACCG Invoice for Property and Liability Insurance in the amount of $134,565.00.

· Approved purchase of Ice Machine for the Detention Center from General Heating and Air, Inc. in the amount of $3,281.00.  The other bid received was from Mills in the amount of $3,965.00.

· Approved purchase of Oven for the Detention Center from Trimark in the amount $6,228.83.  Other bids received were from Baker’s Pride in the amount of $6.500.00 and Vulcan Hart in the amount of $6,890.00.

· Approved purchase of VFD equipment in the amount of $32,931.00.  

Mr. Tobar advised on the following items:

· Changes have been made to the Chicken House Ordinance and forwarded to Attorney Cauley for review.  Mr. Prince asked if he had included the requirement for a filter on the incinerating system.

· The agreement with the Help Agency is being reviewed.

· Mr. Tobar has received another ambulance bid and will review with EMS Director prior to presenting to the Board.  Mr. Norton stated that the heavier the truck the better for the service.

· Sheriff’s Office truck outfitting equipment bids are being received for the new vehicles.

· Stabilization work is proceeding and Krebs is providing water monitoring readings.

Mr. Tobar stated that he wanted to clarify information printed in the Cairo Messenger.  Mr. Tobar stated he had never suggested or solicited information on privatizing EMS functions.  Mr. Tobar stated he was approached by a few companies and he gave them the courtesy of a meeting.  He has met with the EMS Department to reassure them of this.

Mr. Tobar discussed whether the Board wanted to continue using Raymond James as the dissemination agent at a cost of $3,450.00.  He stated that the current Auditor would only charge $2500.00 for the service.  It was the consensus of the Board to continue with Raymond James.

Mr. Tobar announced that the Under 17 Girls Softball team was GRPA State Runner-ups for 2016.

Mr. Childs made a motion to reappoint the current Department Heads for another year.  Mr. Prince made the second with the Board unanimously approving the reappointments.

Discuss the Museum Roof Repair was on the Agenda as unfinished business but was continued to look at further options.
Mr. Childs announced to the Board that the 4-H Archery Team was headed to Nebraska for the Nationals.

Mr. Childs stated he had made a mistake on his vote regarding the Extension Agent Brian Hayes request to take the County vehicle, out of County, to his home.  He feels like he should be able to do so.
