Minutes of Regular Meeting September 15, 2015
The Grady County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Tuesday, September 15, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Elwyn Childs and Thomas David in attendance. Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar and County Attorney Kevin Cauley.  County Clerk Carrie Kines was absent due to training out of town.
Mrs. Copeland called the Regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Mr. Prince to offer the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Childs made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. David making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.
Mrs. Copeland called for Public Comments.  Mr. John Monds asked how much mitigation would cost.
Mr. Cauley reported to the Board that he received the deed for the Drew Property Right-of-Way and he informed the Board that the streambank mitigation credit deficiencyis107,385.65.
Mr. Childs motioned to do an acre-for-acre land swap for road Right-of-Way with Phillip Drew.  Mr. Prince seconded the motion with a unanimous approval from the Board.

Mr. Prince motioned to proceed on Request for Proposal for mitigation credits. Mr. David seconded with unanimous approval from the Board.

Mr. David motioned to accept RLC proposal not-to-exceed $11,000 for the stream bankmitigation and stabilization program. After discussion Mr. David rescinded his motion.
Michael Best requested the Board consider a $4,000 donation for fireworks in Grady County.
Mr. David motioned to donate $4,000 on a yearly basis if the city and private sector both match. Mr. Childs seconded this motion with unanimous approval from the Board.

The Calendar of Events was reviewed.
Mr. David motioned to approve all of the Consent Items. Mr. Prince seconded with unanimous approval from the Board.  Consent Items approved were:
· Approved minutes from the September 1, 2015 Regular Meeting

· Approved the purchase of an Ambulance from Custom Truck and Body Works, Inc. in the amount of $167,790.00.  The other bid received was from Affordable Ambulance, LLC in the amount of $192,080.00.  

· Approved Carr, Riggs and Ingram Invoice in the amount of $3,090.54.

· Approved ACCG Worker’s Compensation Invoice in the amount of $17,266.00.

· Approved Laura Benz, LLC Invoice in the amount of $2,907.50

· Approved Purchase of Pipe from the low bidder, Gulf Atlantic Culvert, in the amount of $10,158.72.  One other bid received was Cherokee Culvert in the amount of $10,499.88.  Contech did not bid. 
Jeffery Brown from the Boys and Girls club gave an update on the progress of the Jackie Robinson Boys and Girls Club Smart Moves program.

Mr. David motioned to give the Jackie Robinson Boys and Girls Club $20,000 from the Drug Education Fund for the Smart Moves program. Mr. Childs seconded this motion with unanimous approval from the Board.

Mr. Norton motioned to pay $130 monthly for the trailer at Tired Creek Lake. Mr. Prince seconded this motion with unanimous approval from the Board.
Mr. Norton motioned to authorize Mr. Cauley to acquire Right-of-Way on State Park Road. Mr. Prince seconded it with unanimous Board approval.

Mr. Prince motioned for a closed session. Mr. David seconded it with unanimous Board approval.

Mr. Ray Prince motioned to come out of closed session.  Mr. TD David seconded with unanimous Board approval.

Mr. Ray Prince motioned to approve the RLC proposal not-to-exceed $11,000 for stream bank mitigation project.  Mr. Norton seconded with unanimous Board approval.
Mr. David provided the Board with a spreadsheet showing Tired Creek Lake expenses and projections.  Discussion occurred.

The meeting was adjourned by unanimous vote.
