The Grady County Board of Commissioners met for a Special Called Meeting, Tuesday, February 17, 2015 with Chairperson LaFaye Copeland, Vice-Chairman Charles Norton, Commissioners Ray Prince, Elwyn Childs and Thomas David in attendance.  Also present were County Administrator Carlos Tobar, County Clerk Kevin Cauley and County Clerk Carrie Kines.  

Mrs. Copeland called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.   
Mr. Norton made a motion to adopt the Agenda with Mr. David making the second.  The Board approved unanimously.
Mr. Stacey Watkins was present for this meeting.  Several Items were discussed:

Right of Way Widths – 60 ft. vs. 80 ft.  
Mr. Watkins explained he was on a “Fixed Fee” Contract.  
Mr. Watkins expressed the need for direction on Gainous Road.  He advised acquiring the right-of-way was the next step.  There is a new direction for the road which puts the bridge on a curve.  Funding for this was discussed.
State Park Road will be 1.6 miles of paving.  Mr. Watkins said the Board needs to confirm who owns the power easement – the County of Grady EMC.  The right-of-way on State Park will be 80 ft.

The Right-of-Way widths on Gainous and Cedar Springs were discussed.  Mr. David made a motion to have 80 ft. ROW on both Gainous and Cedar Springs with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval for 80 ft. ROW.  The County Road Department will clear the areas.  Part of Cedar Springs is already owned by the County.
The Gainous Road Bridge was discussed.  80 ft. vs. 100 ft. vs. 120 ft.  It will cost approximately 300K for the cost of the Bridge.  Mr. David made a motion to construct the bridge at 120 ft. with Mr. Childs making the second.  The Board approved unanimously to construct the bridge at 120 ft.
Mr. David made a motion to adjourn the meeting with Mr. Prince making the second.  The Board gave their unanimous approval.
